


Charlotte Observer. One of the most significant and interesting aspects of her life was her friendships with 
plants people and gardeners from all over the country and the correspondence she enjoyed with them. 
Her relationship with Katharine White is just one of these, and the book Two Gardeners: A Friendship in 
Letters edited by Emily Herring Wilson records their exchange from 1958-1977. Katharine White wrote in 
her book, Upward and Onward in the Garden, “I have learned more about horticulture, plants, and 
garden history and literature from Elizabeth Lawrence than from any other one person”.

The House and Garden on Ridgewood Avenue were entered in the National Register of Historic Places in 
September of 2006.  Wing Haven now owns the property and manages it in partnership with the Garden 
Conservancy.
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
